Notes on the Pittaway family chart

The tradition is that the family came from Warwickshire. The first entry in the Tayton registers is of the birth of Robert the son of John and Elizabeth Pittaway in 1724.

The tradition also is that they came as stonemasons. The first who can be found actually described in the registers is Robert (1773 -1861), and the later stone masons are still found is this branch, never in any other. It will be noticed that from this branch descends the present Foreman of Works and Master Mason on Liverpool Cathedral.

It will also be noted that the greater part of the Pittaways born in the middle of the last century - the fifth generation from the original John - (curious?) of this branch and of William (1807 - 1887) who was a miller's labourer - i.e. from the (stocks?) that had better than ordinary labourer's homes.

The notes in red ink at the bottom indicates all that is now left of the family in Tayton (applies to original in Bodleian Library). It has come down now as far as any possible fortune is concerned, to one point there are four Pittaway "households" -  but one (William and Margaret) is an old man and his wife and ?? daughter, a war-widow; another is an unmarried woman, Emily Pittaway; a third is an elderly widow.

The family therefore, as a vital thing, has come back, after all the expansion, in this village, to one man not yet married.

The family seems to have been largely dispersing from Tayton in the sixties and seventies of last century. Several came to Burford, but not all of them appear to have settled there for any length of time. Now at this point all trace is lost here of ?? in two hamlets, the number of which last were bought back (as the family custom was) to be buried in Tayton. Nine appear to buried in Burford.

Notes are given wherever possible concerning the existing generation. When no notes are given, the survivors locally know nothing
